SEVERE WEATHER TIPS - BEFORE THE STORM
PREVENTION & PREPARATION
EMERGENCY READINESS
Identify safest shelter location (basement or interior room without windows)
Create and practice a family emergency communication plan
Know evacuation routes if severe damage or flooding occurs
Sign up for local emergency alerts and weather notifications
Know how to receive warnings (apps, NOAA radio, local news)
Keep shoes and a flashlight near your bed during storm season
SUPPLIES STOCKED & READY
Flashlights and extra batteries
Portable phone chargers or backup power banks
First aid kit and necessary medications
Bottled water (1 gallon per person per day recommended)
Non-perishable food for 2–3 days
Blankets and basic hygiene supplies
Battery-powered weather radio
Fully charge phones before storms arrive
PREPARE & PROTECT PROPERTY
Secure or bring inside outdoor furniture, grills, decorations, and loose yard items
Trim weak or overhanging tree branches
Clean gutters and downspouts
Inspect roof for loose or damaged shingles
Close and secure doors and windows
Move valuables off basement floors in flood-prone areas
Consider surge protectors for electronics
Make sure sump pump is functioning properly
Locate and clearly label main water shut-off valve
Take photos or video of your home and valuables

Review insurance coverage details

Watch for gas odors and evacuate immediately if detected
Wear proper footwear when walking debris areas
LIMIT DAMAGE — CHECK HAZARDS
Check for interior and exterior damage
Inspect for water leaks, broken pipes, or electrical hazards
Shut off water supply if pipes are damaged
Turn off electricity if water has entered the structure
Cover broken windows or tarp roof if safe
